e Be an early career scientist, younger than 40. (ie, a student or scientist who
received their highest degree (eg, BSc, MSc, PhD) within the last seven years)
e The successful applicant must submit their abstract to 36" IGC before 15 October
2019. Abstract submission is free until 15 September 2019.
